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SCHOLARSHIP GIFTS TOP $1,000,000 - HELPING 691 STUDENTS
For the first time in its 53-year history, the VFIC secured
over $1 million in gifts for student scholarships as part of
its Annual Fund Campaign. With the generous support of
corporations, foundations and individuals, the VFIC raised
$1,107,065 to support 691 deserving students attending
the 15 member colleges.

Scholarship gifts comprised over one-third of the $3.1
million raised by the VFIC in its Annual Campaign which
ended May 31. The majority of the financial aid came in
the form of “Named Scholarships,” in which a corporate
sponsor supports a scholarship of $1,000 or more at each
of our 15 colleges. The VFIC has twenty-two Named
Scholarships ranging from $15,000 to $100,000. (See
sidebar list on page 3).

The VFIC’s goal for this new campaign year is to raise
$1,250,000, says Trustee Barry Fitzpatrick, Chairman
of BB&T of Virginia. As Mr. Fitzpatrick says, “What better
way to use your gift dollars than by helping deserving
students achieve the dream of a college education?”

As part of a major new statewide initiative to connect
Virginia businesses with VFIC college students as potential
interns and employees, the VFIC recently hosted a
Workforce Connections Day.

The first of its kind for the VFIC, this workshop focused
on introducing HR representatives from 30 Virginia
businesses to career counselors from the 15 VFIC member
colleges and universities. The event, hosted by Dominion
at its Innsbrook facility near Richmond, provided
networking opportunities for the participants, and set the
stage for a new internship placement program. The VFIC
will serve as the connecting point between the companies
and students from the colleges.

In addition, there were speakers and panels discussing “best
practices” in the internship and job placement process, as
well as, discussions about how to expand the connections
between VFIC college students and prospective employers.

“The Workforce Connections Day was a huge success,”
said Ron Edwards , College Relations Manager at
Genworth Financial. “It was great to see the productive
networking and best practice sharing the event fostered. It
is tough to get career counselors from 15 colleges together
in one room. This event did so successfully, which is a
great benefit for company recruiters.”

Dr. George Lowry of  Randolph-Macon College agreed:
“This kind of program is of high value and very rewarding



Partnership for the Future.  “We deeply appreciate the VFIC
arranging this workshop to connect the colleges’ admissions
offices with the Partnership program. This will be a mutually
beneficial collaboration, and we look forward to seeing
more of our students attend VFIC colleges and universities.”

Beginning next Summer,
Randolph-Macon Woman’s
College will offer two graduate
degree programs: Master of
Arts in Teaching (M.A.T.) and Master of  Education (M.Ed.).

Roanoke College began a new Undergraduate Research
Assistant Program with ten freshmen selected through a
competitive application process assisting faculty in conducting
innovative research projects during their freshman year.

Shenandoah University and George Washington University
have launched an undergraduate program in Pharma-
cogenomics, the only such program of  its kind in the country.
(“Pharmacogenomics” is the study of  how a person’s genetics
affect the body’s response to drugs.)

With its new engineering major, Sweet Briar College has
become one of  only two women’s colleges in the country to
offer this opportunity. SBC also reports that Claudia Chang,
an anthropology professor, has been awarded a Fulbright
teaching fellowship in India.

Thanks to a new high-speed wireless network, all University
of Richmond students can now access the Internet from
anywhere on campus to register for classes, check e-mail,
access library databases and for general use.

This past summer, students from Virginia Wesleyan College
engaged in off-campus undergraduate research this summer,
with projects ranging from the restoration of Florida lakes,
to geological mapping in Montana.

With VMI, Washington and Lee University recently co-hosted
the National Conference on Undergraduate Research. The
three-day conference was the largest ever held by the
organization, with over 2,200 students and faculty in
attendance.

VFIC CONNECTS COLLEGES' ADMISSIONS OFFICES
WITH “PARTNERSHIP FOR THE FUTURE”

All 410 freshmen at Bridgewater College fanned out into the
Harrisonburg area on August 29 to perform a day of community
service at 22 public and charitable agencies. The Day of Service
was an innovative addition to freshman orientation.

Emory & Henry College has begun a master of history degree
program which will build on E&H’s connections with area
school districts through its undergraduate teacher ed program.

Hampden-Sydney College has begun a new academic program
to supplement traditional majors – a Concentration in
Environmental Studies, in which students are introduced to
both the scientific and humanistic dimensions of
environmental issues.   

Hollins University has added a new field of study to its
undergraduate program – a major in environmental studies,
designed to provide students with a holistic understanding of
issues of local, national and global importance.

Dr. Randy Ribler has become the tenth Lynchburg College
professor to receive a Fulbright Scholar Grant. A computer
scientist, Dr. Ribler will begin his semester-long appointment
to teach in Vietnam in February 2006.

At the age of 18, Mary Baldwin College senior Roxanne
Russell not only finished her bachelor’s degree but also won
a Fulbright Award to study in Japan. She entered college early
and graduated in May 2005.

Marymount University has introduced several five-year
programs, including the BBA/MBA and the BS/MS in
Computer Science. The five-year option enables students to
integrate their undergraduate and graduate studies.

This fall, Randolph-Macon College implemented its First
Year Experience for all incoming freshman.  Using team-
teaching, FYE is designed to set students on the path to
integrating knowledge by approaching a topic from different
academic disciplines.

As part of a strategic initiative to increase the member
colleges’ effectiveness in the recruitment and retention of
minority students, the VFIC recently sponsored a workshop
for VFIC college admissions counselors to get to know the
program and staff  of  Partnership for the Future, a successful
college-readiness program for motivated high school students
in the Richmond City School system. Partnership was founded
by Markel Corporation's Chairman and CEO, Alan Kirshner.

In addition to introducing the colleges to Partnership (and
vice versa), this workshop included discussions of strategies
the colleges can use to recruit graduates of the program,
including campus visits, having an admissions staffer
assigned as the college’s official liaison with Partnership, and
having current college students and alumni volunteer to
work as mentors for students in the Partnership program.

“We think very highly of  the VFIC colleges, and with their
smaller class size and personal attention to student
development, we see them as a natural draw for Partnership
students,” said Maureen Denlea, executive director of

The VFIC’s 53rd Annual Meeting of  the VFIC, held July 8-10 at The Homestead, was led by James C. Cherry, Chairman
of  the VFIC Board and CEO of  Wachovia Mid-Atlantic Bank. In addition to programs on recent fundraising success ($3.1
million in FY05) and planning the FY06 campaign, the Board held sessions on VFIC strategic initiatives, including:

•  Career Workforce, connecting students with Virginia businesses;
•  Scholarship Gifts, seeking $1.25 million for need-based students;
•  Undergraduate Research, giving students hands-on scientific research opportunities;
•  Faculty Development, offering summer workshops for professors;
